• Perform routine maintenance, housekeeping of the facility and equipment 
• Identify and report equipment issues or safety concerns promptly 
• Maintain accurate production and delivery documentation 
• Assist customers and drivers in a professional and timely manner 
• Support and participate in cross-functional training opportunities between feed, 

grain and agronomy operations to strengthen team collaboration and operational
